It was one year ago that we introduced a possible
path that might fulfill part of that commission. It was
at the Feast of Tabernacles 2014 that the concept of
the Gideon Project was launched. The goal was to
hopefully raise the needed funds to launch aweekly
TV program while not diverting the weekly income so
that we could continue filling the requests that come
in every week, the monthly newsletters, etc.

While we were blessed with an initial push and
some sustained funds, it became obvious that we are
yet too small to attempt aweekly program. Thisis
when we chose to run the TV specials that would fo-
cus on special events affecting peopl€e’ slives corre-
sponding to current events. The results have been
nothing short of astounding beyond our wildest hopes.

Werantwo TV specids, aired at different times
and different stations that reached 250 million homes
on thefirst special, and almost 80 million homes on
the second special. Unfortunately not that many peo-
ple actually saw the program, but it was available.
However, many did and to this day we are still getting
calls and people added to
the mailing list as people
share the specials with
friends and family.

Continuing the Gideon Project Outreach

It appears God has given us a new path upon which
we can pursue in fulfilling the commission of the out-
reach. Let me explain. The second special, “The

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By: Manis and Anna Samons
n 1 Corinthians 3:16 we
read about an analogy that

isused in the Bible several
times to describe the church of

God. In that verse we read the

following: “Do you not know

that you are the temple of God

- and that the Spirit of God

dwellsinyou?’

There are afew lessons that
we can learn from this analogy
that isused afew timesin the
Bible.

Thefirst lesson can be found
In the next verse where we read:
“If anyone defiles [or destroys as
the margin reads] the temple of
God, God will destroy him. For
the temple of God isholy, which
temple you are’ (1 Corinthians
3:17).

Our fellow brothersand sis-
tersin the church are very pre-
ciousto God. God isin and
livesin our fellow brothers and
sisters through His Holy Spirit.
When we hurt or offend any of
our fellow church members
God takesit very personaly
because He dwellsin them also
through His Holy Spirit.

Thefirst lesson hereis that
we have to take care of the way
wetreat al of our fellow mem-
bersin the church - not just
some or most of them but all of
our brethren regardless of their
station in life or their personali-
ty temperament. We should do
all we can to help build one an-
other up in His spiritual Temple
so as many of our fellow breth-
ren as possible can make it into
His kingdom.

This point is aso brought out
in the parable of the sheep and

11
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the goats in Matthew 25. This
parableisalittle bit different in
that it focuses not on sins of
commission (things that we do)
but on sins of omission (things
that we don't do). This parable
encourages us to not hurt our
fellow brethren in the church
through neglect.

In Matthew 25, verses 44 to
45 we read: “ Then they also
will answer Him, saying, ‘Lord,
when did we see Y ou hungry or
thirsty or astranger or naked or
sick or in prison, and did not
minister to You? Then He will
answer them, saying,
'‘Assuredly, | say to you, inas-
much as you did not do it to
one of the least of these, you
did not do it to Me.” The
meaning of that is, if we are
reaching out to those in the
church who are hungry, physi-
cally and emotionally, who are
lonely, who are new and visit-
ing from other places and who
are hurting and in need, even
“the least of these My brethren”
to use Christ's words, then we
are doing it to God, who dwells
in them through His Holy Spirit
and God will bless usin return.

The second |esson we can
learn isto not pollute our minds
and our bodies since God
dwells within us. We read about
thisin 1 Corinthians 6:18-20
which says the following:

“Flee sexual immorality.
Every sin that a man doesis
outside the body, but he who
commits sexual immorality sins
against his own body. Or do
you not know that your body is
the temple of the Holy Spirit
that isin you, which you have

and you are not your own? For
you were bought at a price; there-
fore glorify God in your body and
in your spirit, which are God's.”

Since God has made a home
and dwellsin us through His spirit
we must not pollute our minds and
bodies with the sinful values of
thisworld. Paul says that since our
body is the temple of the Holy
Spirit we must not polluteit or
offend God with practices such as
sexual immorality, which is every
bit as much a problem today in
thisworld asit wasin Corinthin
Paul's day.

The third lesson of our analogy
isfound in 1 Peter 2:5. In that
verse we read the following: “You
also, asliving stones, are being
built up a spiritual house, a holy
priesthood, to offer up spiritual
sacrifices acceptable to God
through Jesus Christ.”

What isthe purpose of atemple
for God? It'saplace that people go
to worship and honor the great God
who created the universe. We must
actively offer up spiritua sacrifices
to our great God through our pray-
ersand intercession for others, and
we must do good works that will
bring honor to God.

Thereisavery interesting
prophecy relating to the Temple of
God that is found over in the first
chapters of the book of Zechariah.
Now Zechariah lived in the days
when aremnant of the Jews came
back from Babylon to rebuild the
temple. In chapters Zechariah 3
and 4 Zechariah makes mention
of a couple of individuals by the
names of Joshua and Zerubbabel.
Haggai 2:2 tells us that Joshua
was the high priest and Zerubba-
bel was the governor of Judah at

the time.

Now, while the prophecy cer-
tainly related to Zechariah's time,
it appears asif this prophecy
might also be dual with the end-
time aswell. In Zechariah 4 and
verses 11 to 14 weread: “Then |
answered and said to him, 'What
are these two olive trees—at the
right of the lamp-stand and at its
left? And | further answered and
said to him, 'What are these two
olive branches that drip into the
receptacles of the two gold pipes
from which the golden oil drains?
Then he answered me and said,
‘Do you not know what these are?
And | said, 'No, my lord." So he
said, 'These are the two anointed
ones, who stand beside the Lord
of the whole earth.”

Thisisvery similar to Revela-
tion 11:4. In that verse, speaking
about the two witnesses that will
prophesy in the Great Tribulation,
we read: “ These are the two olive
trees and the two lamp-stands
standing before the God of the
earth.”

The symbol of alamp-stand is
used to refer to a church in Reve-
lation 1:20. If we substitute the
word church for lamp-stand in
Revelation 11:4 it says, in effect,
“These are the two olive trees and
the two churches.

If Zechariah's prophecy in
chapter 4 isadual prophecy we
can see a parallel between what
happened in Zechariah's day and
what has happened in the end-time
church of God. Just as Judah went
into Babylon we have also seen
our former association go into a
kind of spiritual Babylon. A rem-
nant of the Jews returned to re-
build the Temple of God in Zecha-
riah's day. In like manner, arem-
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nant of God’ s peoplein our time
has had to come out and to rebuild
the work and the church of God.

With that as background read
Zechariah 4 beginning in verse 6
thru 8: “So he answered and said
to me: 'Thisis the word of the
Lord to Zerubbabel: 'Not by might
nor by power, but by My Spirit,’
saysthe Lord of hosts (8) Moreo-
ver the word of the Lord came to
me, saying: 'The hands of Zerub-
babel have laid the foundation of
thistemple; His hands shall aso
finish it. Then you will know that
the Lord of hosts has sent Me to
you.”

Thisis God's work, not the work
of any man and sinceit isHiswork
He'll do whatever it takesto help us
complete the job we have been giv-
en to do. We can have complete
and utter faith in that. That doesn't
just apply to the work of preaching
the gospel but aso refersto the
building up of the spiritual Temple
—the church. However dowly it
might happen at times, the Bride of
Christ will be ready in time and we
can have complete faith in that.

In conclusion, we are the Tem-
ple of God, and, as such, that has
great implications for each of usin
the church. Firstly, we have to be
careful not to hurt or offend any of
our fellow church members. Sec-
ondly, we must also not pollute
our minds and our bodies with the
sinful values and practices of this
world. And finally, we have to be
actively engaged in offering up
spiritual sacrificesto our great
God and being the kind of godly
people that bring honor to Him
since wetruly are the Temple of
God.
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But in the process of all the calcula-
tions mankind has forgotten to tiein
the one non-disputable sign of evi-
dence that God Himself declared as
afaithful witness, the moon to His
Holy Days.

The next thing God did was, estab-
lish HisHoly Days and tied them to
the moon, “His faithful Witness.”
What did His faithful witness show
usthisyear? Thisyear the Holy
Daysweretied to full lunar eclipses.
The Spring Holy Days, afull lunar
eclipse, (April 4™); and the Feast of
Tabernaclesafull lunar eclipse.(Sept
28™ According to God' s laws of sci-
ence, you can only have afull lunar
eclipse, a“Blood Moon” mid-month
at the full of the moon. It is physical-
ly impossible for thisto occur at any
other time of the month.

When does God tell us when to

begin the Feast of Tabernacles?Lev =

23:34 ““Speak unto the children of
Israel, saying, the fifteenth day of
this seventh month shall be the
Feast of Tabernacles for seven days
unto the LORD.”” When did the Feast
of Tabernacles occur thisyear? On
the same day of the month it always
does, on the 15" of the seventh
month, just as God commanded.
According to God' s Divine Laws, it
is dead center of the month, it isal-
ways on the full moon, thisyear it
was on the Full Lunar Eclipse, the
Blood Moon. What day on the cal-
endar did this occur?

It isthe only time that afull lunar
eclipse can occur. It is absolutely
impossible for this to occur any oth-
er time of the month according to
all of laws of scientific evidence of
the celestial bodies established by
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God’ s divine ordinances established
from creation.

This year more than any other timein
modern history, tens of millions of
people around the world, and nearly
everyonein God's Churches were
watching for the full lunar eclipse; the
“Blood Moon,” thefinal of the four
Blood Moons, a Super Moon to oc-
cur. When was the event? Sept 28"
My emails werefilled with people
sending meinformation, and pictures.
At each of the Feast Sites| attended,
people asked if | saw it and showed
me pictures on their persona devices.
Did we miss anything? Whether we
realize it or not, the Blood Moon
was actualy the confirmation of

God' s gppointed time for His Feast of

Tabernacles. Itisso smple, it has
been overlooked. Acrossthe board,
there were people keeping the Feast
on numerous dates. But according to
the laws of God's divine ordinances,
thereisonly one day this could occur.
The full lunar eclipse can only oc-
cur a afull moon. This can only
take place mid-month, the 15™ of
the month. We are commanded to
keep the Feast in the seventh month,
on the 15" of the month. It directly
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intersects the exact same time of the
full moon; this year that intersection
was confirmed by God'’ s faithful
witness-the full lunar eclipse of the
moon. It isimpossible for thisto
occur at any other time.
This year, the Feast began on God's
divine schedul e established from
creation, corresponding to thein-
structions given to Mosesin Lev.
23. This year the Feast began on
Sept 28", on the full moon, on the
fifteenth day of the seventh month
of God' s calendar, and it was con-
firmed by the undeniable law of
God, the full lunar eclipse. There
can be no mistake to this divine or-
dinance and the timing of the Feast
of Tabernacles. God has not left it
to man to decide the day of the
month upon when His Holy
Days are to occur. He has al-
ready assigned that responsibil-
ity to “His Faithful Witness” the
% moon, and it cannot be wrong.

America sremoval of God and the
arrival of the Pope on the Day of
Atonement to the Rise of the Beast
of Revelation.
We timed the program to run on the
three weekends that fell between
the Feast of Trumpets and the Feast
of Tabernacles. Thisalso corre-
sponded to the weekends everyone
was looking to for the potential col-
lapse of America, claims of the pos-
sible Rapture, or Tribulation. Some
went as far as stating that it would
be the time of the return of Jesus
Christ. We began running the spe-
cia before these events of thefirst
special cameto aclose.

Unexpected and Powerful Results
Each night the program aired, Six in
al, my wife Audrey choseto catch
the calls coming in from the program.

The Mormons have quietly been
going through numerous splits and
changes. There are many thousands
of them who wanted to know about
God' s Holy Days, and the Sabbath.
In addition to my lecture, | wasin-
vited to attend the lecture of are-
cently retired professor of thirty
years from Brigham Y oung Univer-
sity. To my surprise, at the begin-
ning of hislecture he asked me to
explain the Holy Daysto the entire
auditorium. When | concluded, he
told them all, that they need to
begin keeping those days and the
room erupted in around of ap-
plause. The entire weekend was
filled with numerous opportunities
like that one.

Following these calls, the question
that continued to be raised was, if
these pastors were willing to share
the warning to their members, what
about all of the pastors who hadn’t
seen the Specia?
