Finally, | felt led to share
the same message | spoke on at the Feast, “The Biblical
Mystery of Tammuz 17 and the Rise and Fall of Ameri-
ca.” | concluded by sharing the five minute intro of the
TV Specia “Handwriting on the Wall” that was aired on
the weekends between Trumpets and Tabernacles.

Tying these two together helped to produce a powerful
warning message to them for our nation and the rest of
the world. It was received with great enthusiasm and ex-
citement to many hundreds. In fact, it created so much
attention that they looked to have me repeat it should one
of their main speakers had to cancel out in the main audi-
torium. Unfortunately that did- _
n't happen. However, | was |
asked to stand up in the main
room and was introduced to
everyone, and told them about
God’s Unchanging Word and
our mission. At the conclusion
of the introduction, everyone
gave around of applause. For
the two days | wasthere, |
manned a booth they gave me
to talk and answer questions.
What | didn’t know before
attending isthat they are frac-
turing as other churches are
doing, and they also wanted to
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know about God' s Holy Days. To save space in the
newdletter, I' [l defer this part because | talk about it at
length in my sermon | just delivered talking about the
work for thisyear. You can get it by writing in and ask-
ing for it.

There were numerous highs and lows, during the con-
ference for me. The one that has puzzled me the most
was, how to break the barriers and removing what was
previously taught as to what God wants everyone to
learn. The Mormon church is deeply entrenched into their
beliefs, probably as much, if not more than that of the
Catholic Church.

The task of taking God'’ s truth to aworld steeped in
Satan’ s deceptions is daunting. But one that can be ac-
complished through God' s divine intervention. Without
that, we won’t have a chance.

One of the things | found most interesting as | consid-
ered the time while | wasthereis, that on the one hand,
we were running a specia focusing on the Rise of the
Beast of Revelation, while attending a conference to the
Mormons. Both very powerful religious churches, and
probably the most difficult to penetrate with God’ s truths.
We dl need to pray about this, | don’'t believe any of this

is an accident.

On thefirst Monday morn-
ing following the first week-




end airing of the special, the Lesea Broadcasting Network’ s
switchboard began receiving calls thanking them for airing
the program and wanting to know who the ministry was
that ran it. We also received forwarded emails from the
local offices, saying it was all very positive. Thiswas the
pattern for the following weeks that the program aired.

Something el se happened that we hadn’t expected. We be-
gan getting calls from Protestant evangelical ministers asking
if they could get a copy to share with their members. That
seemed like a breakthrough into the Protestant community.

As| prayed and meditated, | kept coming back to the
same question; if these pastors who saw the special wanted
to share it, would other pastors feel the same once they saw
it? That possibility brought me to another obvious question,
if so how can we reach those pastors?

Many churches around the country believe we are head-
ing into the end times. They can see the moral decay, the
obvious turning our backs on our creator, the increasing
escalation of tension and conflict around the world, espe-
cialy in the Middle East, and the world debt rising so rap-
idly that it isimpossibleto stop.

Many also believe the Roman Catholic Church isthe
prophesied Beast of Revelation and are reporting on the ex-
ploits of the new Pope. We are not dlonein this.

However, the understanding God has given to His “called
out ones’ does stand aone. Even though many churches
have agreat deal of truth, it is mixed with false doctrine and
lies passed on from generation to generation. Thiswasthe
conflict that continued to concern me. These false doctrines
are so deeply imbedded, that only God can remove them.
Even so0, we are commanded to go and tell them anyway.
